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THEY HAVE CONFIDENCE IN THE FEDERAL GOVERNMENT’S RESPONSE
MSX Workers trust that their jobs will not be affected

The more than 600
workers who make up the
staff of Minera San Xavier
maintain the hope that the
federal government will
not affect their jobs and the
security of their families.
The workforce of the Cerro
de San Pedro mine
continues  to  receive
training and their full
salary from the Canadian
company.

Narciso Alvarado
Castillo, Secretary General
of the Mina San Xavier
Workers’ Union, spoke
with LA RAZON of San
Luis and made it clear that,
“the mine does not
contaminate, the federal
government is making a
huge mistake in paying
attention to a tiny group of
supposed ecological
protectors in San Luis
Potosi, the only thing
they’ve achieved is to stop
an important source of

employment that directly
pays more than 600
workers a weekly salary,
and that indirectly benefits
1,500 others.”

Alvarado Castillo
acknowledges that since
MSX began production
four years ago, the
workforce has gained a
boost in  educational
achievement, “some of us
who entered with only
primary education have
already studied in the
secondary school level,
thanks to the academic
support of the mine.”

He said that the union of
mine workers maintain
daily contact with the
board of directors, in order
to have a detailed
understanding of any
progress that MSX makes
in the legal process, and to
keep their spirits up until
the federal government
reconsiders and returns

their confidence in the
company, since the only
thing the company has
done so far is to provide
work for many people in
the metropolitan region of
the capital of San Luis.

The wunion leader of
MSX made it clear that for
the time being the union of
mine workers has kept
calm, order and respect for
the government, and they
are hoping for the support
of the State Federation of
Workers and of their own
Confederation (CTM).
And, if possible, they will
travel to Los Pinos to
request the support of
Felipe Calderdn, President
of the Republic, so that he
does not allow a large
group of miners from
Cerro de San Pedro in San
Luis Potosi to lose their
jobs, nor their families to
be abandoned.
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
